4. Pull the shaft of the attachment to verify it is securely
locked into the coupler. If not, rotate the attachment
shaft from side to side in the coupler until it snaps
into place.

5. Tighten the wing knob securely.

3. Push the front-assist handle onto the shaft between the
threshold ring and the coupler (Fig. D).

Insert the clamping block into the handle slot (Fig. E).

Mount the lock pole, and pre-tighten them with the wing
nut. Make sure that the front-assist handle is upwards
and points toward the top of the rear handle (Fig. F).

6. Adjust the front-assist handle between the threshold ring
and the coupler to make sure your front arm is straight
when operating (Fig. G) and then lock the lever of the
lock pole (Fig. H).

A WARNING: Never operate the tool without the front-
assist handle firmly in place.

A WARNING: Only fix the front-assist handle between
the threshold ring and the coupler.

MOUNTING THE SHOULDER STRAP

1. Loosen and remove the bolt in the hook of the strap

ring and the rear handle as Fig. K shown and lock it
with the bolt (Fig. L).
